The phrase ñLamb of Godò was not            
mysterious to the Jews, who knew the  
sacrificial system of the Old Testamentôs 
ceremonial law. This identified Jesus was 
Godôs sinless (without blemish),           
substitutionary sacrifice not just for some 
individuals but for the whole world. (See 1 
John 2:1-2) John connected this Lamb of 
God with the more powerful one, the one 
who had been before him (though John 
was six months older than Jesus), the one 
for whom he was ready to be just a voice. 
John knew Jesus and had his own               
convictions about Jesus being the            
Promised One, but here he is like a person 
saying, ñDonôt just take my word for it -  
listen to how God himself verified who          
Jesus is.ò John saw himself as one who 

came baptizing with water so Jesus could 
be revealed to Israel. Johnôs clear         
testimony about Jesus was: ñThis is the 
Son of God!: In proclaiming this he was 
repeating the testimony of God himself at 
the time of Jesusô baptism. He based it on 
having seen the Spirit come down and          
remain on Jesus. The Spirit who sent John 
and empowered him for his mission from 
birth had informed John how Jesus would 
be clearly identified for him.
