Luke 2:22-32 

 
You will always find what you are looking for. Your         
parents probably told you when you were young, ñif you 
go looking for trouble, it will be sure to find you.ò The 
principle at work is a spiritual one, ñyour actions will be 
directed toward the thing you desire most.ò What are 
you looking for in Jesus? Are you seeking the genuine 
Christ, or are you seeking a Christ of your own making?
