Lessons for Next Sunday:  
The Fifth Sunday after Pentecost 

Leviticus 18:1-5, 19:9-18           Colossians 1:1-14 
Luke 10:25-37 

A phrase that is often heard is ñyou reap what you 
sowò. Most often it is used with a negative               
connotation. However, the principle of sowing and 
reaping is also an example of investment and            
reward or planting and harvesting. Sow a little = 
reap a little. Give little = get little. Sow a lot = reap a 
lot. Give much = get much. This applies not only to 
the garden in your backyard but also to your life of 
faith. As believers we are called to ñSow with the 
right attitudeò. Godôs Grace ensures that we have 
the best seed. Good seed/pure- no hybrids. This 
principle is relevant and applicable for us today. We 
see the spiritual application of sowing and reaping. 
Planting and harvesting is hard work. There is               
difficulty many times that affects the harvest.             
Sometimes bad things happen to good people. It 
rains on the just and the unjust. Godôs principle of 
sowing and reaping. If there is sowing then there 
must be reaping. A seed of faith will lead to an              
action of faith. To what do we sow? How are you 
sowing? Sowing and reaping applies to everyone! 
No one is exempt, no one is excluded. Question we 
each need to ask is ï ñWhat am I sowing?ò Sowing 
is an investment ï time talent treasure. Invest in the 
things of God and He will provide the faith and           
miracle that you need. It is hard, tough, and trying 
and He is asking you to trust Him today. Sow in faith 
and obedience. Trust Jesus as your Savior. Trust 
Jesus as your restorer.
